Description of a Queen Salon 
The purpose of the Queen Salons is to create a safe and sacred space for graduates of “The Queen’s Code for Life” workshop (formerly known as “Celebrating Women: Regarding Ecstasy & Power”, or “the Queen Course”) to be supported and nurtured in their life as a Queen.

· Will establish and enforce boundaries
